Jesus Says He Is God

Lesson Text: John 8:31-38, 48-56, 58-59

If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed; and ye shall
know the truth, and the truth shall make you free (John 8:31-32).

Q Big Idea: Jesus is God, and He can free us from sin.

Prepare Your Mind

Sin will oppress. It will cause guilt and shame. That’s
what Jesus told the Jewish people in the lesson text. He
wanted them to understand that everyone has a choice.
They can choose to live in sin, or they can experience
freedom from sin. That freedom is possible only through
salvation with Jesus. He is the way to eternal life. And
once one becomes a follower of Jesus, it’s important to
continue to walk with Him in obedience. That is the true
test of who His disciples are. Following Him may be dif-
ficult at times. Temptations will surface, and giving in to
them will be very easy. But we must remain steadfast. God
loves us and always wants what is best for us.

Being obedient to Christ isn’t always an easy thing to
do. As Christ’s followers, we're supposed to live according
to His teachings, but His way may not always align with
the world’s way. Believers in the early church were some-
times mocked and even persecuted. And that still holds
true today. Christians worship secretly in some parts of
the world, fearful of repercussions.

Without God in our lives, sin ensnares us. But when
we're obedient to Him and live according to His com-
mandments, we are freed from the guilt and shame of
sin. God never promised that following Him would be
the easy path in life. But He does promise that those who
obey Him and trust in Him as their Savior will have eter-
nal life with Him.
