Jesus showed us how to fight temptation. He 

used God’s Word to help Him have victory.

WHO DO I WANT TO BE LIKE?Who are you “following”? People follow others on social media because they 

know them or like them or respect them. Sometimes we may even want to be 

like those we follow. Many of them live such great lives, or so it seems! 

Jesus is the best person to follow or to be like. The way He handled Satan’s 

temptations is heroic. He can help you do the same.

We all can be like Him by learning and memorizing Bible verses and then letting 

those verses help us not to sin. Jesus obeyed God. We can obey God by obeying 

what we read in our Bibles. God’s Word can help us to fight the temptation to sin. 

God has given you the greatest weapon to fight sin. You need to use what you 

learn from the Bible and not put yourself in tempting situations that bring you to sin. 

next steps
Find verses that teach you about fighting sin and loving the Lord. Ask 

Christian adults you know to help you. Print the verses on cards and hang 

them in your room. Ask others to join you in memorizing the verses. Chal-

lenge one another to memorize at least one verse a week. 
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What if?
What if you were at a store with some school friends, and they make a plan to steal 

something? Your part of their plan is to be the lookout. You are supposed to give a 

signal or distract anyone coming. They promise to share with you some of what they 

steal. Would you agree to help because you really like what they are stealing? What 

would you think about your part of the plan? Is it wrong or is it OK? Would you 

say no to their plan? What would you say to explain what you think about stealing? 

One more time, Satan tempted Jesus. He took Jesus to a very high mountain. 

They saw kingdoms in the distance. Satan said that if Jesus worshipped him, He 

could rule over the kingdoms. Jesus answered with another Bible verse. He said it 

was wrong to worship anyone other than God. After that, Satan left Jesus alone. 

Jesus had won. He did not give in to Satan’s dares, and He used Bible verses 

to win. He used a powerful weapon to fight Satan. 

The words in the Bible are powerful and true. It’s very important to mem-

orize as many verses as you can. When you are tempted to do something you 

should not, God’s Word can help you fight it. 

Satan failed to get Jesus to sin. It would have been a piece of cake (bread, 

actually) for Jesus to have changed rocks into food. Jesus did not follow the 

devil's suggestion. Satan did not really care about how hungry Jesus was. He 

wanted Jesus to stop trusting God. That is a sin. 

Next, Satan took Jesus to Jerusalem. The devil took Jesus to the top of the 

temple. That was about two hundred feet up. Satan told Jesus to jump off the 

top of the temple. He told Jesus that God would save Him. He even used a 

Bible verse that said God would protect Jesus. That was a trick to use a Bible 

verse to try to get Jesus to do something wrong. 

Jesus also used a Bible verse. It was something God said in the Old Tes-

tament. Jesus told Satan that it is not right to test God. That meant Jesus 

trusted God. When you trust someone, you do not test him to see if he can 

be trusted. Jesus won again. He did not give in to Satan’s dare.

Has anyone dared you to do something really dangerous? What 

should your response be?

Lesson Text: Matthew 4:1-14a"But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not 
live by bread alone, but by every word that  

proceedeth out of the mouth of God" (Matthew 4:4). 
BIG IDEA:  God’s Word helps us fight temptation to sin.

What are some things that are tempting to you and your friends?After Jesus was baptized, He prepared Himself for His earthly ministry. 
Jesus went out into a dry, rocky area that the Bible called a wilderness. He 
did not eat for forty days. He went without food so that He could think only 
about what God had sent Him to do. He prepared Himself to serve people 
and to die on the cross for our sins. The Holy Spirit gave Him power in His weakness. He could fast for any length 
of time, but He was still human. The fast would have made Him weak. He did 
that to focus on time with God. After Jesus finished fasting, the devil came to Him. He knew Jesus was 
very hungry. Satan knew Jesus is the Son of God. He called Him that, but 
he still thought he could get Jesus to sin. He tempted Jesus to turn the 
stones around them into bread. Imagine how difficult it would be to be 
so hungry and be able to make food appear. But it would be wrong to do 
that. It is like having food in front of you but not being allowed to eat it. 

Jesus stood strong. He did not give in. He told Satan that people do not 
live on food only. We live by everything that God tells us. 

Bible Lesson
It can be hard to know what to do when God wants you to go in the direction 

of doing right and Satan is trying to pull you into a direction of doing wrong.

Our hearts’ disposition is not always so far removed 
from the crowd in today’s passage. Even when we have 
trusted Jesus and received His gift of eternal life and for-
giveness, we can be prone to injecting our own ideas and 
pride into other areas of our lives. We can have confidence 
in our own abilities and wisdom instead of recognizing 
and relying on God. Needing only Jesus makes sense to us 
in regard to receiving His gift of salvation, but what about 
in regard to giving Him the rightful position of being 
first in our lives? Since Jesus is Lord, His sufficiency to 
save us extends to being able to guide and sustain us in all 
aspects of life. Acknowledging Jesus as Lord is something 
we should do with our mouths and with our lives, being 
submitted to glorifying Him.

Jews took (and still take) the holiness of God very seri-
ously. Committing blasphemy is considered an extremely 
serious offense. As Jesus’ speech progresses in today’s pas-
sage, you can almost feel the crowd’s blood pressure rising. 
Jesus claimed to set people free from sin and death. He 
claimed that God is His Father and that He is greater than 
Abraham. Finally, Jesus linked His own identity with the 
revealed divine name of God (John 8:58; see Ex. 3:14). 
In so doing, in the eyes of Jesus’ hard-hearted audience, 
He committed the ultimate act of blasphemy. Instead of 
responding with faith in what God was revealing through 
the Person and work of His Son, Jesus, the Jewish reli-
gious leaders and their followers rejected Jesus and His 
teaching. In the ancient world and today, acknowledging 
Jesus as Lord distinguishes people who belong to God 
from people who do not.
