LOOHING AHEAD

All those who have trusted in
Christ are alive in Him. In this quar-
ter, we will look into the implications
of this wonderful truth.

SCRIPTURE LESSON TEXT

PHIL. 1:12 But | would ye should
understand, brethren, that the things
which happened unto me have fall-
en out rather unto the furtherance of
the gospel;

13 So that my bonds in Christ
are manifest in all the palace, and
in all other places;

14 And many of the brethren in
the Lord, waxing confident by my
bonds, are much more bold to speak
the word without fear.

15 Some indeed preach Christ
even of envy and strife; and some
also of good will:

16 The one preach Christ of con-
tention, not sincerely, supposing to
add affliction to my bonds:

17 But the other of love, know-
ing that | am set for the defence of
the gospel.

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To Live Is Christ

Lesson Text: Philippians 1:12-26

GOLDEN TEXT—"In nothing | shall be ashamed, but that with all boldness, as always, so
now also Christ shall be magnified in my body, whether it be by life, or by death” (Philip-

pians 1:20).

ANALYZING

You find yourself in a huge mess.
People are accusing you of things
you did not do. Suddenly your privi-
leges are taken away. You find your-
self isolated, suspected, judged.
This is where you stand up with a
genuine smile on your face and say,
“Praise God! | am so glad all this hap-
pened!"—right?

If you think that would be an insane
response, take a look at the apostle
Paul. Thrown into prison for preach-
ing the gospel, he asked for his right
as a Roman citizen to be tried in
Rome, which would be something
like having the Supreme Court hear
the case. Now he endured house ar-
rest in Rome, most likely chained to a
Roman guard or two at all times. He
waited and waited and waited.

During this time, Paul was able to
have visitors and to send and receive
mail. In this way he keptin touch with
the churches he had established in
various places. The letter he wrote
to the Christians at Philippi was in-
spired by God and is called Philip-
pians in the Bible. In this book, Paul
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showed an incredible attitude that
reflected the fact that for Him to live
was all about Christ.

1. Pleasing Christ by inspiring
others (Phil. 1:12-18). Paul's letter
did not ask for sympathy or question
why God let these things happen to
him. Instead, he explained that his
circumstances actually were helping
the gospel to be spread.

Remember that Paul was con-
stantly with Roman guards. These
men saw Paul's godly response to
his circumstances, and they even-
tually came to realize that this man's
imprisonment stemmed not from
some criminal enterprise but from
serving Jesus Christ.

As the guards listened to Paul’s
conversations with others about
spiritual matters, or heard him read
aloud the inspired letters sent to the
various churches, they were con-
stantly hearing the gospel. Since the
guards most likely were on a rotating
schedule, dozens, even hundreds,
of guards may have heard how to be
saved. It is probable that many trust-
ed in Christ as Saviour.

Paul's imprisonment also had
inspired other believers to preach
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
